A motion to approve previous minutes was made and passed.
III. President’s Report -  Roger Orban – Presented a newspaper article discussion about Wayne’s storm water and water quality that is under review with the DuPage County Board .Roger discussed how this would affect our sub-division drainage and ponds. This also brought up discussion on Janesway Farm and the continual problem of their water run-off into our north and middle ponds.

c. The yield sign for S/W corner of Magnolia and Forsythia has been received and will be installed shortly.
d. A motion was made and passed to add an additional $1800.00 of landscaping to the front entryways out of the general landscaping budget. This is for more greenery to enhance appearance during late fall thru end of winter.

e. No reports from DuPage County health department on Ponds water condition status yet.
f. Watering of entryways for new plantings still under discussion.

g. Review of bylaws regarding tree houses, sheds and non-permanent structures on property.
